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1. GENERAL

This Administrative Specification applies to Turkish Naval Forces Command’s (TNFC) urgent requirements (includes goods and services) that TNFC needs to procure immediately or in a short period of time from foreign sources via TNFC’s Attaché/Liaison Offices (please find the point of contacts of our Attaché/Liaison Offices listed in article 15.3 of this document). 3. SCOPE

3.1. Description and quantity of the items: As stated in the Annex–A list/at www.dzkk.tsk.tr.

3.2. Unless otherwise stated in the announcement, items shall be original, Factory New (FN), New Manufactured (NM).

4. COMPETENCE FOR BIDDING AND REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

4.1. All bidders, except for domestic and free zones bidders, can participate in the bidding.

4.2. When requested by the Administration, bidders shall submit “Certificate of Trading/Commerce”, “Specimen of Signature” and “Bidder Information Form” according to Annex–B.

5.1. Deadline for Submittal of Proposals;

5.2. Bidders may also send their PDF formatted and signed proposals to TNFC Foreign Procurement Department’s official e-mail address (lojistik1@dzkk.tsk.tr).

5.3. Bidders may bid for the whole or a part of the work within the scope of this tender.

5.4. Proposals shall be submitted in English or Turkish languages only.

5.5. The proposals shall include the following statement:

“We have read the Administrative Specifications item by item; our Company has agreed and accepted unconditionally each and every terms and conditions of the Administrative Specifications which required to be complied with, and undertakes to perform and to fulfill all provisions of the Administrative Specifications”.Otherwise, the Bidder shall be considered as “It has read, acknowledged and accepted all the conditions in this Administrative Specifications”.

5.6. Bidders may request explanation about the work. In case the administration deems such request as acceptable, an explanation will be issued.

5.7. Bid Bond or Performance Bond is not requested for this tender.

5.9.17. In case the requirement is defined by technical specifications, the Bidders’ respond to each and every article of the technical specifications.

5.10. The proposals, for whatever reason, cannot be withdrawn or changed after submittal.

5.11. Contractors shall not disclose the information and/or documents in the scope of this tender to any third parties after formal purchase order confirmation.

6. ALTERNATIVE PROPOSALS

Alternative proposals will be accepted only under below conditions:

6.1. The proposals for the items in Annex–A list with replaced part numbers due to the reasons such as; modification, obsolescence or being superseded, will be evaluated only if the document given in Annex–C is submitted along with the proposal. The Administration  reserves its right whether to honor or reject such proposals.

6.2. The bidders, who bid for the items with replaced part numbers due to the reasons stated in article 6.1, shall submit the “Part Number  Confirmation Letter” document in the format given in Annex–C along with their proposals. This document should be prepared and signed by the relevant manufacturer given in the Annex–A list and state that the proposed part number is in the same form, fit and function with the requested part number. The Administration reserves its right whether to evaluate  the “Part Number  Confirmation Letter” prepared and signed by the authorized distributors or not. 

6.3. The confirmations taken from the manufacturer in cases of part number changes due to the reasons such as; modification, obsolescence or being superseded may be accepted after thedeadline for submittal of proposals, only if it is determined by the Administration that such situation does not violate the competition and the integrity of the tender..

7. EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

7.1. Warranty period, condition and qualities of the products, standardization issues are important inputs for the evaluation as well as the delivery time and the price of the item(s).

7.2. The Administration is free to refuse all proposals and cancel the whole or part of the tender without taking any obligation.

7.3. These Administrative Specifications designed to procure the goods/services that are urgently needed but not manufactured in Turkey, from the Bidders abroad on FOB/FCA/CIF basis. For the proposals not in this scope (In case domestic bidders submit a proposal), the Administration will decide whether to continue with the foreign acquisition or cancel the tender considering the criteria stated in article 7.1 of this document.

8. WARRANTY

8.1. The items to be purchased shall be guaranteed for at least 12(twelve) months against any production defects starting from the final acceptance in Turkey.

8.2. During warranty, the period from the date of written notification of the breakdown/defect to the Contractor until the date of acceptance of the repaired/replaced item(s) in Turkey shall be added to the warranty period.

8.3. All costs incurred from the collection of the item(s) from TNFC by the shipping company until the CIF delivery of the items to the TN (packing, handling, insurance, and shipping to and from the Contractor) shall be borne by the Contractor, and the Contractor shall also bear the responsibility of the item(s) during this period.

9. PACKING AND SHIPMENT

9.1. The starting date for delivery time is the day that our Attaché / Liaison Office (listed in article 15.3 of this document) gives the official written purchase order. The Contractor shall send an order confirmation within 3(three) working days of receipt of order.

9.2. The goods shall be packed by the Contractor in accordance with International sea/air export packing standards by taking special features into consideration and shall be protected against any loss and damage.

9.3. Following information shall be marked legibly on at least two sides of the boxes:

9.3.1. Tender no

9.3.2. Contract number (if any).

9.3.3. Name and address of the Contractor

9.3.4. Net and gross weight of the box.

9.3.5. Box number that indicates the box order number and total number of boxes (for example 3/5 indicates that particular box is the 3rd box of total 5 boxes.)

9.3.6. The phrase “ASKERİ MALZEME” (Military Equipment).

9.3.7. Consignee’s address (see 9.66)

9.3.8. Packing list

9.4. The items shall be transported by airplane or sea vessels.The Contractor will decide the proper transportaion way for the dangerous items.

9.4.1. In case the transportation is carried out by airplane;

9.4.1.1. Transportation shall be carried out from FOB/FCA delivery port by Turkish Airlines’ airplanes. 

9.4.1.2. The Signature and approval of Turkish Airlines shall be presented on the airway bills (AWB).

9.4.1.3. The annotation with the wording "Navlun ücreti Türkiye'de Türk parası olarak ödenecektir” (freightage shall be paid in Turkish currency in Turkey) shall be written on the AWB.

9.4.1.4. Transportation fees shall be paid only against the transportation invoice, which will be prepared by Turkish Airlines and stating that the deliveries are for “Deniz Kuvvetleri Komutanlığı”.

9.4.1.5. On the Air Way Bills, “Deniz İkmal Grup Komutanlığı Kasımpaşa/İstanbul/Türkiye” shall be indicated as the consignee.

9.4.1.6. Unless otherwise stated, items shall be shipped to “Deniz İkmal Grup Komutanlığı/Kasımpaşa/İstanbul/Türkiye”.

9.4.1.7. In case the airplanes of Turkish Airlines do not call at the FCA airports mentioned in articles 5.12 or can not accept cargo as of the date of which the items are ready for shipment, the Contractor shall verify this situation by submitting a formal document prepared by local office of Turkish airlines (or its agencies) or the airport administration and the Contractor shall act according to the Administration’s instructions.

9.4.2. In case the transportation is carried out by sea vessels;

9.4.2.1. The Administration’s contracted maritime shipping company’s ships (or it authorized agencies) defined at item 5.12 shall carry out the transportation from FOB delivery port

9.4.2.2. The Signature and approval of Administration’s contracted out maritime shipping company shall be on the bill of ladings (B/L).

9.4.2.3. An annotation with the wording "Navlun ücreti Türkiye’de Türk parası olarak ödenecektir (freightage shall be paid in Turkish currency in Turkey)" shall be written on the Bill of Lading (B/L).

9.4.2.4. Transportation fees shall only be paid against the transportation invoice prepared by the Administration’s contracted out maritime shipping company and stating that the deliveries are for “Deniz Kuvvetleri Komutanlığı”.

9.4.2.5. Unless otherwise stated, on the Bill of Ladings (B/Ls), “Deniz İkmal Merkezi Komutanlığı Gölcük/Kocaeli/Türkiye” shall be indicated as the consignee.

9.4.2.6. Unless otherwise stated, items shall be shipped to “Deniz İkmal Merkezi Komutanlığı/Gölcük-Kocaeli-Turkey”.

9.4.2.7. The shipment will be made by the vessels of the Administration’s contracted out maritime shipping company at the FOB port of the date on which the items are ready for shipment.

9.4.2.8. The items to be shipped from the USA may be delivered to the warehouse of MOD’s (Ministry of National Defense) contracted Freight Forwarder (F/F) as an option provided that all related costs to be born by the Contractor. The address of this Company is given below.

9.5. Delivery Address in Turkey: 
Deniz İkmal Merkezi Komutanlığı/Gölcük/Kocaeli/Turkey.
9.6. If HAZ-MAT is being shipped, the Contractor must use proper packaging materials and marking according to IATA/IMO regulations. The original “Shipper’s Declaration of Dangerous Goods” form shall be prepared and securely put outside of the box

9.7. The Contractor shall submit the following documents immediately after shipment of the items to the relevant Attaché/Liaison Office.

9.7.1. Invoice (1 original and 1 copy) (Each page must be signed by the authorized person of the Contractor).

9.7.2. Bill of Lading or Air Waybill (1 original and 1 copy of Bill of Lading or Air Waybill) with “ clean onboard” inscription.

9.7.3. Packing List (1 original and 1 copy).

9.7.4. Certificate of serviceability/Compliance for flight (FAA/JAA) (1 original and 1 copy) (if the purchased item(s) is/are (an) aviation equipment)

9.8. The Contractor shall fax the AWB and a copy of the invoice to the fax number  +90 312 425 3650(or +90 312 417 3065) immediately after receiving the airway bill.

9.9. In case the item to be delivered has a shelf life, the period between the production date and Bill of Lading date shall not exceed ¼ of the shelf life of the item.

10. INSPECTION AND FINAL ACCEPTANCE

10.1. “Feature Conformity” of the item(s) is/are determined by the checking other specifications (like stock number, part number, cage code, etc.) and if necessary, additional the controlling physical conformity of the item(s). 

10.2. After clearing the items from customs in Turkey, a committee assigned by the Administration shall perform inspection and acceptance procedures of the items, at a location which the TNFC designates, in accordance with this administrative specifications, proforma/shipping invoice, the Administration’s statement against conformity of the item(s) (please see article 10.9.3 ), tender evaluation report, tender resolution report and the relevant technical documents (such as technical specifications, prospectuses, diagrams, etc.), if any.

10.3. If the items are rejected in consequence of the inspection performed by the committee assigned by the Administration, then the Administration will notify the Contractor of the defects, deficiencies and the operational failures found in regards to the unaccepted material and provide a time determined by Administration to the Contractor for the removal of the problems or for the second inspection if it is requested by the Contractor. If the Contractor does not correct these problems within the required period or does not request a second inspection, then the inspection will be binding for both sides.

10.4. If the Contractor objects to the result of the first inspection, then the second inspection will be done accordingly and the result of the second inspection will be binding for both sides.

10.5. The Administration shall ship the rejected items to the return address in any other country preferred by the Contractor and all expenses regarding the shipment and insurance shall be borne by the Contractor. The item shall be returned via the same type of transportation vehicle by which the item is shipped to Administration’s country. If the Contractor does not notify the return address within 10 (ten) days starting from the notification date of rejection, the Administration is free to decide what to do regarding the rejected item. In this case, the Contractor shall not claim any right.

10.6. All expenses regarding the replacement or correction of the item(s) shall be borne by the Contractor. If the defects, deficiencies and the operational failures found in regards to the unaccepted item(s) is corrected outside Turkey, the item(s) shall be delivered according to CIF method to the TN.

10.7. The Contractor or its authorized representative may attend to the inspections. Otherwise the Contractor shall be deemed to exactly accept the report to be arranged as a result of the inspection.

10.8. The Contractor shall guarantee to deliver extra amount of items necessary for inspections made by sampling the materials such as water, oil etc. The Contractor shall complete the quantity that is consumed during inspection. 

10.9. The Contractor shall deliver the item(s) with the same Part Number, Cage Code and Stock Number as quoted and accepted by the Administration in the tender. However;

10.9.1. In case the cage code of the item(s) describes a government entity or office, the cage codes listed in Annex-A shall not be taken into consideration in the inspection. The inspection shall be made in accordance with those government entities’ procurement history of the item(s).

10.9.2. The inspection for the items which do not have a National Stock Number will be made by checking the quoted and accepted Part Number and Cage Code.

10.9.3. After the contract is awarded, the confirmations taken from the manufacturer, in cases of stock/part number changes due to the reasons such as; modification, obsolescence or being superseded can be accepted for the item(s) that the Contractor is obligated to deliver. This determination shall be made by the Administration.

10.9.4. The items that the Contractor is obligated to deliver, can be delivered with any of the cage codes and part numbers listed under the Stock Numbers in Annex-A, and this issue isn’t accepted as a direct reason for rejection. 

11. PAYMENT

11.1. The payment shall be made after Final Acceptance in Turkey. Administration’s Attaché / Liaison Office shall make the payments upon written instruction of TNFC. 

11.2. Prepayment can only be made if the contractor submits an Advance Payment Bond (format specified in Annex-D) received from one of the Banks listed in Annex-E.

12. FORCE MAJEURE

12.1. The Administration can make “termination and debar” in accordance with article 14, when the contractor does not make a statement with a descriptive reason(except the force majeurs) that the item(s) cannot be delivered. This statement shall be given within 20 (twenty) days after the official purchase order.

12.2. The parties shall not be in default because of any failure to perform due to the events of Force Majeure.

12.3. The Contractor shall submit a document obtained from the local authorities in the Contractor’ country (Chamber of Commerce, Municipality, etc.) indicating the explanation of Force Majeure event and possible delay period for the delivery to TNFPD within 20 days from emerging of such Force Majeure event. A local notary public and Turkish Consulate in the Contractor’s country shall approve such document and its translation into Turkish language. 

12.4. The Administration or Contractor shall not request a price adjustment or extra rights due to such Force Majeure conditions.

12.5. Force Majeure Conditions: The below mentioned Force Majeure conditions which may compel the Contractor to fail to fulfill his obligations partly or fully, will be taken into consideration.

12.5.1. Events at factories and areas where the manufacturing occurs, which will adversely affect commitment such as strike, riot, civil commotion and average in transportation.

12.5.2. Extraordinary natural events, earthquake, fire, flood, land, sea and air accidents, epidemic or famine and resulting limitation of the entry to and exit from such places, restriction of labor and material transport.

12.5.3. Declaration of general or partial mobilization.

12.5.4. The acts or decisions of the official authorities within the Contractor’s/ manufacturer’s or Administration’s countryresult in preventing the Contractor or the Administration from doing their responsibilities.. If the system is subject to export license, not being able to import the item or delay of import of the item because of not being able to receive Export License or cancellation of Export License.

12.6. The Administration reserves its right to cancel the order of the undelivered items due to the Force Majeure conditions

12.7. In case it is determined that the whole or a part of the items cannot be delivered to the Contractor (by the manufacturers) after receipt of the formal purchase order from the Administration., the Contractor shall notify the Administration that the items were obsolete/out of production and prove such situation with a written document (original copy) obtained from the manufacturers of the items Otherwise, the Contractor may be debarred. 
13. TAXES, DUTIES, LEVIES AND EXPENSES

13.1. All taxes, duties, levies and other expenses until FOB/FCA/CIF (INCOTERMS 2000) delivery of the items that may incur related to the preparation of proposals, inspection, packing, handling, inland shipping, etc. shall be borne by the Contractor; whereas insurance, transportation, customs, tax expenses subsequent to FOB/FCA/CIF (INCOTERMS 2000) delivery shall be assumed by the Administration. All expenses (either in Turkey or in foreign countries) for Performance Bonds or Advance Payment Bonds (when requested) shall be borne by the Contractor.

13.2. The items to be shipped from the USA may be delivered to the warehouse of MOD’s (Ministry of National Defense) contracted Freight Forwarder (F/F) provided that all related costs to be born by the Contractor (see article 9.4.2.8).

13.3. All expenses relating to the inspection and/or tests of the items (if required) shall be borne by the Contractor (except travel, per-diem and lodging expenses of the Administration’s staff).

14. TERMINATION, DEBAR

14.1. Administration is free to provide additional time or not for the Contractors who cannot deliver the items within the delivery period stated in their proposals.

14.2. Administration will debar following bidders; 

14.2.1. 2 (two) years to whom corrupting the tender by deceit, treachery, promise, threat, influence, agreement, bribery or kickback or by other means, or attempt to do so,

14.2.2. 1 (one) and a half  years to whom using fake materials, equipment or methods during the work subject to tender is being done or delivered, and delivering items which are not complying with the manufacturing rules of science and art, incomplete, defective or imperfect,
14.2.3. 2 (two) years to whom issuing and using fake documents or depositing counterfeit bonds, or attempting to do so, 

14.2.4. 1 (one) year for the bidders who submit more than one proposal for the same item directly or indirectly on behalf of himself or others, except for alternative proposals,
14.2.5. 1 (one) year for the bidders who are forbidden to enter in to this tender 
15. MISCELLANEOUS ISSUES

15.1. The bidders shall be deemed accepted not to disclose any information about this tender to any irrelevant third party.

15.2. Ankara/Turkey courts are competent for the settlement of disputes.
